Students who transfer to Grand Valley and
have fulfilied the MACRAO transfer agreement or the Michigan Transfer Agreement (MTA) through a Michigan public community
college have satisfied the Foundations categories of the General Education Program and one Supplemental Writing Skills (SWS)
course. However, transfer students with a MACRAO or MTA will still need to complete the following requirements: one SWS course

in their major or division, the General Education Program two-course Cultures requirement, and the two-course Issues requirement.
